Mathematics and Head of Reddam Res:  Mr Clarence Oliver 

Clarence grew up in Caledon. In 1985, he enrolled as a student at the University of the Western Cape, where 

he successfully completed a B.Sc(Ed), as well as a B.Sc (Honours) degree in Mathematics. In his 29 years of 

teaching, Clarence has taught Mathematics at all levels to students of various abilities, in both state and 

private schools, mostly in South Africa but also in the United States of America. Clarence taught 

Mathematics and APM at Somerset College before moving to The Hill School in Pennsylvania. He has a 

particular love for boarding and views it as a conduit to excellent interpersonal growth and development 

and as a safe space where adolescents can develop a growth mind set and learn about the importance of 

accountability. It represents a community where students develop a newfound appreciation for the roles 

their parents and signińcant adults play in their lives. A competent tennis and squash player, Clarence has 

coached both sports at high levels in both countries. He also fell in love with the game of golf and is working 

at getting his handicap into single digits! 

Life Orientation, EMS and Reddam Res Ĩmomĩ: Mrs Anthea Oliver 

Anthea grew up in Port Elizabeth and completed a BA degree and Higher Diploma of Education at the 

University of the Western Cape. Over the past 26 years, Anthea has fulńlled the roles of Life Orientation 

Head of Department, teacher (Maths, Accountancy, EMS, Grade 5 classroom) and coach (Netball, Tennis, 

Squash) in both public and private schools in South Africa. In 2015 she joined her husband at The Hill School, 

a boarding school in Pennsylvania, USA and worked in a part-time capacity as Life Skills teacher, 

Administrative Assistant in the Health Centre, Library Assistant, Associate Supervisor and Proctor for SAT 

and ACT as well as Squash and Tennis coach. Her love for children has led her to venture into boarding life 

and she has been a ĥmomĦ to many students as Head of Girls Boarding at Somerset College and most recently 

as Dean of Residential Life at New Jersey SEEDS and relief Dorm Parent at The Hill School. What she enjoys 

most about teaching and in particular about being a boarding mom is to nurture students, to create a space 

where they can feel valued and cared for, learn about being accountable, to help and guide them to reach 

their potential and to never underestimate the value of laughter, hugs, and having fun together. 

Mathematics and Mathematical Literacy: Conrad Bubb 

Conrad is a Mathematics and Mathematical Literacy teacher with eighteen yearsĦ teaching experience. After 

completing his Higher Diploma in Education at the University of Kwa-Zulu Natal, he taught in a number of 

excellent schools in KZN. While teaching, he completed an Honours Degree in Educational Management 

through UNISA. Conrad loves teaching Mathematics and, particularly, showing students the real-life 

application of Mathematics. In 2006, Mathematical Literacy was introduced into the national curriculum and 

Conrad accepted the challenge of introducing the new subject into his school at the time, and subsequent 

schools since Mathematical LiteracyĦs inception. In addition to twelve yearsĦ of specialising in Mathematical 

Literacy, Conrad has co-authored a Mathematical Literacy textbook and currently acts as a senior sub-

examiner for the Grade 12 IEB Mathematical Literacy Paper 1 examination. He is also the regional 

moderator and Cape Town cluster coordinator for Mathematical Literacy and regularly presents at regional 

and national conferences for the IEB. Conrad has likewise been consistently active on the sports ńeld, 

coaching water polo and rugby for the last eighteen years. In his free time, Conrad can usually be found at 

the beach or in the local nature reserve with his family.

WesleyĦs training in physical theatre, directing, visual arts and performance 

art have inspired in him a love for creativity, experimentation and playfulness in theatre. He is 

exceptionally excited at relocating to the Western Cape and becoming part of the Reddam family of 

schools where he hopes to bring new, fresh and exciting ideas to the eager thespians of Reddam House.
